Ten graduates 
from Phase II training 
completed market re-
search and constructed 
financials for their new 
businesses in Septem-
ber, 2006.

overdose. While trying to end her 
life, she heard the story of salva-
tion being told through the thin 
walls of her room. 

When she investigated, she found a 
preacher offering a man redemp-
tion.
